A I N F U L  AS it may be, much as we 
hate to  : idmi r  it ,  God’s rriinistcrs P have conie to realize t h x  there 

are inany individuals physic:illy nmo?zg 
God’s people who :ire spiritually not  of 
God’s church. They are progressing to- 
ward a certain destination-the lake of 
fire! 

This could ensily incluck YOL!  
Before you were baptized and began 

building a Christian character, you 
should have sat down to  c01112t the cost 
-as Jesus said in  Luke 14:25-33. He 
said you were to love God more than 
a q ,  rcl‘rt;r,e+ven your own wife-and 
more than year oion life also (verse 
2 6 ) .  He concludcd by saying, “So like- 
wise, whosoever he be of you that for- 
saketh not nll that h e  httth, he cannot be 
my disciple” (verse 33 ) .  

Have you recrlly forsaken ALL that 
you have? Do you really consider that 
your life no longer belongs to you, but 
to God-to do with as H e  wills? 

There is no use “kidding” yourself. 
Some of you new converts-and some 
who have been in among God’s people 
for yedrr dml y f w s  still have a CARNAL 
mind! It’s time for even God’s people 
to w a k e  up. 

Now let me explain. 

Like Corinthian Church 
Among the strongest and most cor- 

rective epistles that the apostle Paul 
wrote were his two letters to the Corin- 
thians. He  addressed them as the 

“Church of God” ( I  Cor. 1 : 2 ) ,  yet he 
said “there are contentiom among you 
(verse 11 ) .  Some were following one 
tJm2 instead of CHRIST. Others were 
following other men. 

Because they liked n ~ e n ’ s  persons in- 
stead of Christ, because they had a spirit 
of conteiztion or argument about many 
things. and because they had not f u l l y  
SURRENDERED to God and the guidance 
of His Spirit, Paul could not write to 
them as he would to fully converted, 
spiritually minded pcoplc. Instead, he 
said, “And I, brethren, could not speak 
unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto 
turnul, even as unto babes in ChriJt” 
( I  Cur. 3 : l ) .  

And that is the exact conditioiz of 
some of you who now read what 1 
write! 

Many of you still look on things 
from the point of view of a CARNAL 
mind. You have seen much of the truth 
as a correct argument, 2nd you have 
gone along with it and been baptized. 
But when a particular truth is applied 
to you personally, you often resist it 
and stick to your own way. 

As many have indicated by their ac- 
tions-which speak louder than words 
-they want to go along with God and 
His church “up to a point.” And what 
is beyond that point that they are un- 
willing to give up? 

The answer is SELF! That big part of 
self they still think is pretty good, after 
all, and that they never learned to hate, 

to REPENT of, and to BURY in  baptism. 
All this inay be revealed when a situ- 

ation arises where the human . r d j  has 
to be denied in order to obey God. Per- 
haps a couple has to split up in order 
to obey God’s commandment against 
adz~ltery. Maybe a man has to give up 
his life-long job in order to fully keep 
God’s weekly and anizwl sabbaths. 

It might be that someone in the 
church has been given an honor or po- 
sition that you thought you-your self 
-shuuld have. Or perhaps you think 
God’s minister has “offended” you in 
some way. 

Suddenly, your “spiritual” attitude 
changes-and we find that yours was 
only a sarface conversion-at least so far 
-and that you have surrendered to 
God only u p  to  a point.  Then y o u  for- 
get about God’s conditions of t o t d  JMr- 
r e d e r !  and you began setting forth 
conditions that God and His church will 
have to meet in order to keep i l l  J / J N ~  

good graces. 
You will often begin to accuJe one of 

God’s ministers and perhaps compare 
him unfavorably with another minister. 
In your mind, and in your words, you 
will try to create sides. You will have 
the same carnal, contentious spirit that 
some of the people at  Corinth had. You 
may begin co j idge  or acczse others- 
often God’s minister-and forget the 
fact that God is 3 ~ ~ 7 1 ~  JUDGE, that Christ 
is the living He& of God’s church, and 
that God’s ministers are responsible to 
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t ians) stxrted ioiit arith oil in their lamps. 
But the x i s e  virgins took extra oil. 
They took estnt pains to continually re- 
ceive more of God‘s Spirit, symbolized 
by thc o i l .  

But the unwise virgins didn’t g ~ o w  
spiritually. They were .relf-si?tisfietl and 
complacent-perhaps .ipitiircally proziil. 
They weren’t /iiuzgeYiiig ;ind t 
for righteousness. They thought they 
would “get by all right.” 

W h e n  they came to enter into the 
marriage scpper, the Lord said: “ I  KNOW 
YOV NOT.” 

They had run out of oil-out of 
God’s Spir i t !  They hadn’t been growing 
spiritually. They still had to be regard- 
ed as CARNAL-minded--as “babes in 
Christ” ( I  Cor. 3 :  1 j . 

Yes, rhcre have u l i u q ~  been the 
izoo distinct classes of people within the 
visible church of God. One is going into 
the kingdom. The  other is not. 

Where d o  YOU stand? 

Carnal  Principle 

Each UIK u l  yuu l ~ a d  LX~LTI-  “cxaiiiiiir” 
yourself in the light of these facts. It 
matters not how long you think you 
have been converted-this means you! 

Remember that we are commanded 
to GROW in grace and knowledge (I1 
Peter 3: 18 J . You must continually drink 
in m o r e  o f  God’s Spirit to grow-and to 
become spiritually minded, 

A spiritual mind will be willing to 
&nit ersor and change. It will groiu 
into tzcu’ truth. 

Spiritzeal-minded people love God’s 
law, and “NOTHING shall offend them” 
(Psalms 119:165). They will not be 
continually getting their “feelings” hurt 
by God’s minister or by others, and they 
will not 1oi.e thi.r pre.re12t wor ld ly  sy.s- 
t em (James 4 :  4 ) . 

O n  the other hand, the cLirnal-ininded 
person is easily upset by anything and 
everybody. H e  is not looking to Christ 
-but to 7 i i d . r  per.co77.r. Naturally he 
ndl find fault. 

H e  is always quick to “stumble” on 
L ~ J ’  real o r  iinagined stumbling-block, 
because instead o f  grozoitzg-he has 
remained u spiritual “babe” with a c a r d  
mind. 

H e  will nccuse m d  find fault espe- 
cially with God’s work and His  min- 
isters--and will try to find his iuuy  
arouizd the lniu of G o d  and t he  goueriz- 
meizt of God in the Church. 

In his presence, a converted person 
usually senses that he niust be careful 
to avoid an “argunient” or “hurt feel- 
ings.” The carnal mint! is stubborn, un-  
yielding, selfish. 

P;ILII wrote: “The currial mind is enmi- 
13’ against God:  for it is not subject to 
the law of Gvd. neicher indeed cm be. So

.I sxnple of the kind of ctirnal ways that 
some of YoLi-perhaps without realizing 
ir-h:ive fallcn into. Unless these atti- 
tudes are ( . ~ J ~ ~ ~ ~ ~ ~ / - R E P E N T B D  of-they 
will lead t o  death in the luke vf fire. 

And we in God’s ministry KNOW 
thiit iniiny of you dear brethren whom 
we loi,c i ’ c r ~ ’  nirfrb are in such a spirit- 
~ i l  state lit t h r  itery iiionl.ent. Our job 
is to i i ’ m z  you-to help you CHANGE 
before it’s too  late. 

Following are some examples of the 
i.‘trnd niinded attitude some of you 
have. Read these carefully and apply 
them to yozfirself-not to the other fel- 
low. As Paul wrote the people in God’s 
risible chiirch at Corinth: “Examine 
yo//rI<>/i,er, whether y e  be in the faith; 
prove j w c r  o i ~ ~ z  selves. Know ye not 
your own selves, how that Jesus Christ 
is i n  yoti, except ye be reprobates?” (I1 
Cor. 1315.) 

A very common fault in  many breth- 
ren, pnrtictilarly those who are older and 
have absorbed inore of this workl’s re- 
ligions, is that they tend to keep their 
ozutz standard of right and wrong-and 
view everything from that standpoint. 
Often they tend to look down upon oth- 
ers in the church who don’t go by their 
own h/ma1z moral code. They forget 
that sin is the transgression of God’s re- 
i ~ e n l r r l  Iiiirr-not h.v?mzn ideas and imag- 
ination. 

To illustrate: Some of you who read 
this are guilty o f  “judging” or covdemiz- 
i / i , y  t l i u x  wlio liavt. 1e;iriicd frwii GUL/’J 
WOML that Jesus Christ‘s first n z i r d e  was 
turning water into W~?X-NOT pap’  
jzice-xt the marriage feast at Cana 
( John 2 : 1 - 1 1 ) , and that the modcrittc 
use of wine as a food is taught in your  
D’ihli.. To prove to yo// that the Greek 
word used here alw:iys m m n s  f r rwmte i l  
ii,iiie is of no a v d  You will not have it 
that way! Suddenly, you become as stub- 
born, ;IS :irgiimentative, as CARNAL- 
mindcd ‘is ;in unbeliever. 

W H Y ?  
Isn’t it because you 1i:ive never fully 

.rttrrc~izrlc~rcd your ioill to God. Isn’t it 
because yo11 ;ire stubbornly hanging o n  
to part of your old s~i .~-perhaps  the 
reli,qioi/.r part, the part you  still think is 
p r c t t y  good, the p u t  you never criccificd 
;ind B U R I E D  with Christ in baptism? 
(Romans 6: 3-6. ) 

Do y o u  realize that one in the atti- 
tude I have  described is setting himself 
up as the j d g c  of Jesus Christ and 
condemning the perfect life that Christ 
led?

Perhaps withoiit realizing it,  he is set-

ting himself LIP as wiser than GOD AL- 

Compare with Christ 

Too many people forget that C6ri.rt 
set the only perfect example, and that 
we  should compare our  ideas with His  
teaching and His  example before we 
condemn others. The  truth of the mat- 
ter is that Jesus-if lie were now living 
in the flesh-would be a great ciisnp- 
pointment to many so-called “Chris- 
tians” today, for H e  would not follow 
their ideas at all. 

Jesus said that man should LIVE by 
every word of God (Luke 4 : 4 ) .  You’d 
better find your ideas in the clear teach- 
ings and examples of the Bible before 
YOLI try to impose them o n  others. 

Some people have grown bitter or 
have gone off into sin because they 
looked to hzma?z examples. Many times 
T have heard the remark, “Well, if one 
of  the ministers can d o  that (what  t h q  
may think is wrong) ,  then I can surely 
do this” (what  God says is S I N ) .  

IIave you ever heard talk like that? 
It matters not whether or not the min- 
ister might be setting a perfect  example 
in every case, you are to obey GOD and to 
follow Christ3 example. Compare your- 
self with Him.  

Using the real or imagined faults of 
others as an excuse for your  S I N  is a 
practice that will lead to your condemna- 
tion. It is the attitude of a CARNAL 
mind. 

God’s People  Carnal  ? 

Many of you are going to wonder if 
people in God’s church could be cart id  

T h e  point to remember is that God’s 
true church is a spiritad organism, not 
a visible, fleshly body of people. It i s  
composed of  the begotten sons of God 
-those who are LED by the Spirit of 
God (Rom.  8: 1 4 ) .  

But God’s true sons, meeting together 
tn carry oiit the mission of His church, 
have al?c,qs had among them some who 
were n o t  f u l l y  cotzi’erterl-who were 
CARNAL-minded. And it seeins that even 
of those who were really converted, 
some would always fall away. 

As mentioned before, Paul addresses 
First Corinthians to the “church o f  God” 
at Corinth. Yet  he iinrnediately shows 
that some of the physicdl members of 
the group were CARNAL ( I  Cor. 3: 1 ) . 

Paul could also see the carno1 tend- 
ency even in some of the elders at 
Ephesus, and he warned: “Also of y o u r  
ozuiz se1vs.r shall men arise, speaking per- 
verse things, to draw away disciples 
after them” (Acts 20:30). 

In  the parable of the ten virgins (M:it. 
25:1-13) ,  Jesus showed the FEARFLiI. 
condition God’s people will be in wlicn 
H e  returns! 

Notice that all of the virgins (Chris-

“UNJUST STEWARD” 
-what does it mean? 

‘i‘his piruble, f o r d  in Luke 16, has perplexed ever1 the lerrr?red 
commeiztcrtors. Here is the plniiz, clear explaizatioiz.

P E N  Y O ~ . I <  Rible to Luke, chapter 
16, verse 9. Here  is certainly one 0 of the most difficult parables 

Jesus ever uttered! 
Thcsc arc Jcsus’ appircnt words to 

his disciples: “hkike to  yourselves 
friends of the inaninion of unrighteous- 
ness: that, iubc,iz ? ’ ’  fd, they may re- 
ceive yo11 into everlasting h:ibitations.” 

Did Jesus expect His  disciples t o  fad? 
Are Christians to  make friends with the 
\vorld? W h a t  could Jesus have ineant? 

T h e  Setting o f  the  Parable 
T o  grasp the full meaning of this 

perplexing parable we nerd to undrr-  
stand the setting. In Luke 15 :  1 Jesus is 
talking in the presence of tax collectors 
and sinners of i l l  repute. Hypocritical 
Pharisees also heard tlie s;ime words 
(Verse 2 ) .  As recorded in this chapter, 
Jesus explained t o  them tlxit H e  was 
sent to call the lost, not the self-right- 
cous, to rcpenr:ince. 

In  chapter 16 the Mnster begins to 
speak to the i1z.rcipfc.r. The  parable of 
the “unjust steward” is addressed t o  .us. 
W e  Lire Cbri.st‘.s ili.sciple.r. Notice: 

“There was a certain rich man, who 
had a steward”-the manager of his 
estate-“and the smie was accused to 
him as wasting his goods.” Information 
ni~ist have been brought to  the rich inan 
against the steward. 

The rich man .then c:illed him to his 
office and gave the stcward this order: 
“What  is this I hear of thee? render the 
account of thy stewnrdship; for thou 
canst no longer be stcwai~cl.” He liad to 
deliver up whatever was intrusted to 
liiin that i t  could be given to another. 
H e  woiild lose his job. W h a t  was to 
become of hiin:’ 

“And the steward s.iid wifhiii h i m  
.rclf”-notice th;it he admits his mis- 
conduct o12/7’ t o  himself-“What shall I 
do. secing that m y  lord taketh away the 
stewardship from me! To dig I have 
no strength”-he wasn’t brought up  for 
t l n t  kind o f  work--“tci beg I a m  
iishamed.” Pride was too much for him 
-he couldn’t bring hiinself to beg. 

Then what was he to do to prevent 
starvation? 

“1 AM RESOLVED WHAT TO DO, that, 
when I am put out of the stewardship, 
they may receive me into rheir own 
houses.” 

Worldly Wisdom 
Observe the clever idea thnt is now 

running through the steward’s mind. H e  
has resolved his problem. H e  k n o u s  
what to do. H e  is using his head-using 
his worldly zr~zsdom. H e  continues to 
deal deceitfully with the rich man’s 
estate. Here is what lie rushes to do: 
“And calling to him each one of the 
debtors of  his lord, he said to tlie first, 
‘How much owest thou my lord?’ And 
he said, ‘Hundred measures of oil.’ And 
he said to him, ‘Take thy papers, and sit 
down and write quickly fifty.’ ” 

The business was urgent. In his clev- 
er thinking he knew that he could de- 
fraud his lord and that it would not be 
discovered. The  debtor at one stroke of 
the pen had half of his debt paid. The 
steward became his friend! 

“Then said he to another, ‘And how 
much owest thou?’ And he said, ‘Hun- 
dred measures of grain.’ H e  saith to 
him9 ‘Take thy papers, :ind write 
eighty.’ ” 

The steward thought hiinself rather 
wise. H e  now had friends upon whom 
he could rely when put out of his stcw- 
ardship. They couldn’t turn him down 
because they were accomplices in  the 
act. They rewrote the legal papers. 

The  steward then presented himself 
to the rich man and rendered the altered 
accounts. T h e  lord knew well that his 
steward was not to be trusted. But upon 
looking over the accounts he found 
nothing for which lie could directly 
accuse him. 

“And the lord commended the srcw- 
ard of unrighteousness for doing wise- 

The  “lord” here is the rich man-the 
lord o r  master of the steward. He fin?lly 
had to commend the double-dealing 
steward for his wisdom-cleverness, 

ly.’’ 

shrewdness, prudencc-with which h e  
dealt. The lord certainly did not com- 
mend him for wasting his estate-that’s 
why he was released from his office. But 
the lord had to admit that under the 
circumstances, the steward surely used 
his head to solve his problem. H e  had 
made friends by buying them. H e  had 
iuo~ldly  w i sdom 

Wise  Not Called to 
Salvation in This  Age 

Now observe Jesus’ comment o n  his 
own parable: “For the sons of this age 
are for their own generation wiser 
than the sons of light” (Veisr S, Paiiiii 
trans. ) . 

Now we are beginning to understand 
w h y  Jesus uttered his parable. Rernem- 
ber that Jesus addressed the parable t o  
the rllsciples. He is giving them advice. 
H e  says that the sons of this world or 
age-the unconverted who have their 
hearts and minds set upon the things of 
this life-they are wiser by nature than 
the converted-the sons of light. Paul 
explains it by saying: “For look at your 
calling, brethren, that not V Z U E J J  w i J a  
after the flesh”-not many who have 
natural inherited wisdom--“are chosen; 
but God chose the foolish things of the 
world, that he put to shame the wise” 
( I  Cor. 1:26-27). 

There is a natural wisdom that many 
have. Bur God does not choose many 
of t h e m  Not ninny in  God’s church 
today are wise by nature-“after the 
flesh.” “The wisdom of this world is 
foolishness with God” ( I  Cor. 3 :  19). 
Very few worldly wise are being called. 
They are too proud to surrender to the 
Almighty. This is not the time w!ien 
God is trying to save the world. H e  is 
calling only a few-especially those who 
are not very shrewd, who sometimes lack 
foresight. 

If we lack spiritual foresight or wis- 
dom, then we need to ask God for it. 
“But if any of you lacketh wisdom, let 
him ask of God, who givet!i LU all lib- 
erally and upbraideth not; and it shall

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A Heart to Heart Talk 
with the Editor 

One can learn lessons from countless 
little things that happen every day. So 
simple a thing as eatiiig a raw vegetable 
salad can provoke a train of thought. 

Now there should be nothing 
\vrong with a vegetable salad. Raw vege 
t:ibles are excellent, good health-produc- 
ing food. Six hundred years before 
Christ, Dnniel refused the rich and scrip- 
rurally “unclean” foods of the King’s 
palace in Babylon, and thrived with 
clear, keen mind. and strong, healthy 
body on a diet of vegetables. 

Yet there is something wrong with 
many ;i vegetable salad. Into the salad 
bowl housewivcs place gotxl, whole- 
some lettuce, tomatoes, sliced c-iiciim- 

bers, celery, green peppers and rndishes. 
Then they siiturate it with a dressing 
supposed to “improve” it. 

And that’s exactly the point I want 
t o  strike vividly and deeply into your 
consciousness! People take good, whole- 
some veget;ibles as the Creator caused 
them to grow for our food, and then 
try to improve” o n  what God had pro- 
duced by a man-concocted dressing! 

Now I am 2s quick to admit as any- 
one that phin raw vegetables, wit!iout 
any dressing or seasoning of any kind, 
might be less palatable. It is possible to 
produce a s:il:id dressing rhzr i s  z n a t -  
ural mixture of healthful ingreclients- 
one rhnt tastes very good, too. But the 
manufncturers whose salad dressings fill 
the grocery shelves, and arc used in thc 
rest:itir;ints, Iiotels and diners, have a 
1i;ibit of mixing dressings out of coiii- 

,<. 

biiiatioiis wliicti safely cuuld be guaran- 
teed to wreck any stomach, in time. 

Some years ago a doctor, who also 
was somewhat of a philosopher, said to 
me that everything man‘s hand tias 
ever touched has been contaminated 
by man! And always in an effort to im- 
prove on God! 

I didn’t believe my philosophic doc- 
tor friend when he told me man’s hand 
has contaminated, perverted and pol- 
luted everything it has touched. But I 
have since thought about it, and ob- 
served a great deal. And now I’m con- 
vinced he was almost right. But not 
completely. One exception is Soutlierii 
California. 

So often I have heard people speak 
with contempt of those barren hills and 
mountains, and all the artificial v z m -  
planned beauty of Southern California. 
True, God Himself blessed the moun- 
tains and valleys of the Pacific Northwest 
with a beautiful green covering He never 
gave to Southern California. H e  left 
Southern California arid, dry, and waste 
--except for those occasional well-ad- 
vertised downpours that rush down the 
slopes too swiftly to provide much fer- 
tility. But didn’t God expect men to 
cultivate a i d  iiiipruve t i i t .  gruuiid? D ~ J  
not men glorify God and serve His pur- 
pose in so doing? And if men have mi- 
grated to arid, dry, desolate, barren 
Southern California, and there by means 
of irrigation and hard labor produced 
beautiful orange and lemon groves and 
other fruit and agricultural production 
-developed some of the most glamor- 
ously beautiful cities and residences any- 
where in the world-such as Pasadena 
2nd the magnificent residence section 
in which AMBASSADOR C ~ L L B G E  is 10- 
cated-then I say Southern California 
--minus its smog-provides one of the 
rai~e excepcions t o  the rule t l i a t  man’s 
hand usually mnr.r God’s beauty 
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But co recurn to the illustrarion of the 
salad dressing. We don’t know it-we 
don’t want to believe it-but we are a 
generation of degenerates, because we 
and our forefathers for generations back 
to Admi have been feeding ourselves 
the WRONG KIND OF FOOD! 

Our bodies are weak, sickly, anemic, 
full of stored-up toxins and poisons, 
because vie have utterly lost sight of 
God’s natural laws of health and of nat- 
ural health-giving foods. And it seems 
today nothing is so sure to offend, as 
to volunteer knowledge of this fact! 
People, it seems, don’t WANT t o  know 
the ?’rtdxf Eminent physicians estimace 
90 to 95 per cent of a11 physical sickness 
and disease is caused by stuffing our 
stomachs with wrong foods and drinks. 

And our MINDS today are no less im- 
paired, sick and diseased-and for d e n -  
tically the SAME REASON-faulty edzcca- 
tional food, o r  lack of sufficient mental 
food! 

Physical deficiency, illness or  disease 
is always classified by the physician who 
knows as one of two basic things: either 
it is a deficiency-a lack of nourishment, 
or deficiency in one or more necessary 
elements; or it is a toxin or poison- 
which means the presence in the system 
of something that does not belong there, 
as the result of faulty, improper, or 
poisonous food . 

Often, one m;iy feed on the very best 
of natural food, and yet cause injury to 
his stomach and system by the addition 
of something improper. 

It is the same with meiatal food. 
The MIND is the highest, noblest, and 

most important part of man. It is the 
supreme Masterpiece of all God’s physi- 
cal creation. It transcends everything 
else physical. But God created it to be 
developed! 

God’s PURPOSE in the human race is 
a still gwater  Masterpiece than the 
physical, fleshly, carnal mind. It is the 
creation of CHARACTER! And character 
is the chaiiging, and the ilevelopvzeizt of 
the mind along right, spiritual lines. 
GOD ISTENDED HUMAN MINDS TO BE 
USED, DEVELOPED, A N D  IMPROVED! That 
is  be prime pzupose of h u m a n  existence. 

One never glorifics God by neglecting 
the mind. Like a starving body, receiv- 
ing insufficient food, or virtually no 
food, the unfed, untrained mind gradual- 
ly shrivels up and dies-at least to use- 
fulness! Especially is this true of those 
past 40. 

People who have neglected their edu- 
cation, who never study, never give 
their minds exercise or  feed them with 
educational food and the exercise of 
reascn based on continually acquired 
knowledge, begin to deteriorate mental- 
ly by the age of 40. By the time they 
are 60 their minds are of less use than

The BIBLE and EVOLUTION?

o MANY are snying today, “You can 
believe BOTH the Bible and evolu- S tion.” But this is emphatically not 

so! The Cenrttitry Dictionrar-y and E.n- 
cj’clopedirr defines evolution as “opposed 
to creation”-the only PROOF of God. 
Huxley said it was “directly antagonistic 
to Creation,” adding, “Evolution makes 
it impossible to believe in the Bible.” 
And, we might add, the BIBLE makes it 
impossible to believe in evolution. 

Sir Oliver Lodge snid, “As taught by 
science, we learn that there has been no 
fall in man; there has been only RISE.” 
Another frank evolutionist, Carl Vogt, 
snys: “Evolution turns the Creator out 
of dtmors.” 

And yet, in high schools and colleges, 
inany teachers and professors are teach- 
ing students that there is no conflict be- 
tween thc Biblc and evolution. They 
teach that you can believe BOTH. Some 
try to teach that evolution was God’s 
METHOD of creation, and try to harmo- 
nize the first chapter of Genesis with 
the theory of evolution! This is merely 
crafty, cunning, lying deception, which 
is deceiving millions of students. They 
are then taught the “evidences” of evolu- 
tion, they accept it, and soon becon7e 
atheists before they realize it! 

T h e  Evolution Concept 

Evolution teaches that the first life 
upon the earth came ultimately, perhaps, 
by “spontnncous gcncration,” or by 
“electro-chemical ;iction,” o r  soiiie un-  
known process, inany millions of years 
~igo, in the warm ocean slime. Thus, it is 
the theory of evolution that L I F E  sprung 
o u t  of DEAD MATTEI<-th;1t the living 
c.mie f rom the not - I iv ing . 

The first active life wLis a single- 
celled protoplasmic mass, which they 
have named nn “;imoeba.” It was so 
small it coiild not be seen except thru ;i 

high-powered microscopc. This  single- 
celled bit of protoplasm generated, of 
itself, into additional cells. These cells 
developed, and multiplied, until the 
oceans bccmie pcoplcd with vast swarms 
of worms. These worms, evolution says, 
are otir ancestors. 

These worms developed, grew, multi- 
plied, advanced, gradually changing into 
entirely different forms o f  life. Some of 
these supposed early sea forms gradually 
took to land, developing lungs as well 
as gills for breathing, becoming what 
:ire called amphibians. Some of them 

stayed on the land altogether, and ulti- 
mately their  lungs replaced their gills, 
and their gills disappeared. They de- 
veloped into land animals. The amphibi- 
ans continued to live both in water and 
on land, continuing to use both gills and 
lungs. The purely sea forms remained 
in the water, having gills and no lungs. 
By what process these transformations 
occurred, evolutionists do not know. 

From these early forms there gradual- 
ly developed, thru a fixed natural law of 
variation of species (which means one 
species or form, or kind of life gradually 
takes on new characteristics, and varies 
progressively-that is, toward the more 
complex physical form and toward ad- 
vancing intelligence-until it has be- 
come changed into another and totally 
different species, or kind of animal) 
thcrc gradually developed in this way 
reptile forms, and then mammals (ani- 
mals having a spinal column, whose 
female suckles its young). This process 
of progressive development, and change 
from one species or kind into entirely 
different and higher species or kinds, 
continued thru the millions of years, 
branching off into different life forms 
until, among other forms, came some 
resembling the monkey of today, then 
the anthropnid ape, nr a species similar, 
and, finally, some changing and develop- 
ing into M A N .  

Man was a GRADUAL TRANSITION 
from somc lowcr animal similar to thc 
anthropoid ape-so gradual that it wotild 
be impossible to tell at just what stage 
it ceased to be ape, and became man. 
Thus, there was no one first man, called 
Adam, as the Bible claims. The first men 
were the most unintelligent savages. 
But the mind padually developed, and 
character began to form, and M A N  HAS 
BEEN GETTING CONSTASTLY BETTER 
A N D  BETI‘ER. The savage Of today iS 
what our ancestors once were, as d l  
high school students are taught in An- 
cient History. 

So evolution teaches that man has 
just developed, by slow and gradual pro- 
gressive change, over a period of mil- 
lions of years, thru all t h s e  various 
stages. It teaches that the CHANGE is al- 
ways for the BETTER. From lowest, unin- 
telligent savage, part ape and part man, 
we have developed :ifid improved and 
progressed up to our present complex 
civilization and standard of intelligencc. 
Evolution teaches that man’s present 

state is the highest, noblest, most ad- 
vanced, and most perfect he has ever 
attained. And he is still advancing, and 
constantly getting better and better. 

Differences Between the 
Two Teachings 

Let us now come to a clear and plain 
understanding of the DIFFERENCES be- 
tween the theory of evolution, and the 
teaching of the Bible. 

Both teachings admit man has come, 
or descended, from a common ancestor. 
Evolution says this common ancestor was 
the tiny single-celled piece of proto- 
plasm, called an amoeba. It claims this 
amoeba was the common ancestor of 
every living thing-both plant and ani- 
mal life-of the fishes, the birds, the 
snakes, [he elephants, the monkeys, and 
of n1an. 

But the BIBLE tells us that the com- 
mon ancestor of man was N O T  the com- 
mon ancestor of any other kind of life 
-but just of man only. And the BIBLE 
tells us this common ancestor of man 
was a MAN, created suddenly whole and 
complete AS a man, created physically 
PERFECT in the very beginning (Gen. 
1:31 and I Cor. 1 5 : 4 5 ) ,  and that this 
man’s name was ADAM, and that Adam 
lived exactly 930 years to the very DAY 
-from the very DAY he was first cre- 
ated (Gen. 5 : 5 ) . 

So the first difference is that evolii- 
tiori says our ancestor was an amoeb:~, 
and the Bible says our first ancestor was 
ADAM. Evolution says our first ancestor 
was the most IMPERFECT living or- 
ganism that ever existed, and all life has 
advanced and gotten better and better 
ever since, but the B I B L E  teaches that 
our first ancestor was made physically 
PERFECT, after the very IMAGE OF GOD 
(Gen. 1 . :27) ,  and that this first nian 
SISNED, and that man is now helpless 
and lost, and needs a REDEEMER so that 
he shall once inore be MADE perfect. 
According to Evolution, man n x d s  no 
Saviour and no redemption, for he h:is 
never fallen, but has been getting better 
and better, and is now better than lie 
ever was. So in this respect the two 
teachings are exactly CONTRARY. 

Secondly, both teachings admit 
CHANGE has taken place. Now some, 
who do not thorotighly understand what 
evolution teaches, believe that any mere 
CHANGE is evolution. But the word 
CHANGE is not synonymous with evolu- 
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tion. Evolution teac-hes that this change 

r i l  the bounds o f  the original species, 
or kind of  plant or animal, has been 
outgrown. 

In  other words, evolz~t ion teaches that 
(iiic .rpec;~,.r~ o r  kind. CONTINUES t o  
CHANGE, tinti1 it bas become alr! entirely 
111 P I ~ E R E A I  .species, or k i d ,  altogether. 
Thus, M A N  has come by progressive 
CHANGE from lower forms of animals, 
like the ape. The ape came from a still 
lower and less intelligent form, like the 
monkey. And the monkey came from a 
still lower and less intelligent form, and 
so on, back to the amoeba- 

But the Bible claims that each kind, 
or species, of life, reproduces ONLY 
af/c,r if.r o z m  KIND! T ~ L I S ,  “And God 
snid, Let the earth bring forth grass, the 
herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree 
yielding fruit Lifter hi.r k i d ,  WHOSE 
S E I ~  IS I N  ITSI~LP,  upon the earth, and 
1 . 1  WAS SO” (Gen.  1: 11 j . “And God 
created great whnles, and every living 
creature that inoveth, which tlie waters 
brought forth abundantly, after their 
ki i i r l ,  and every winged fowl after his 
hiid: and God saw that it was good” 
( Gen. I : 21 ) . “And God made the beast 
of the earth” (not  after sonic‘ I.OWER 
kind of species, bu t )  “AFTER HIS KIND, 
;ind cattle l i f ter their  k i d .  and every- 
thing that creepetli upon the earth a f t u  
1Jj.C hiid” (Gen. 1 : 25 . 

And the Bible does nor say God 
made man :ifter the KIND, or species 
of sonic‘ lower, less intelligent animal 
l ike I I I C  apc, but “God created man IN 
HIS OWN IhlAGF, in the image of GOD 
created H e  him; male and female creat- 
ed H e  them” (Gen.  1 : 27 and I Cor. 15: 
5 Y ) .  

So, i f  the Rible is true, and man was 
first cre:ited AFTER THE IMAGE OF GOD 
-then man “c;ime,” o r  “descended” 
direct from GOD. And when evolution 
teaches that inan “came” or “descended” 
direct froin some lower animal like an 
ape or  monkey, THEY DELIBERATELY

*/‘liii.d/j , evolution teaches that the 

first LIFE cume by ~011x2 NATURAL 
PROCESS, out of DEAD MATTER-that 
the living cnnie from tile not-living, and 
by NATURAL LAWS. on the contrary, 
the Bible claims all life has come from 
GOD, as the <:REATOR. “For as the Father 
ha th  life in Hiinself, s o  h a t h  He given 
to tlie Sou / o  b c i i v  l i fe in Hiwzself” 
( John  5 : 2 6 ) .  “In I i IM was life. All 
tliings were mnde by H i m ”  (John 1:4, 
3 1 .  “Seeing HE giveth to  all, life, and 
breath, and all things” (Acts 17 :25) .  

“For $72 Hlhf we li11e. and IIIOVC, arid 
have our being” (Acts 17:28). “And 
the Lord God formed man of the dust 
of the ground, and breathed into his 
riusrrils the BKEATH OF LIFE” ((3en. 2 :  
7 ) .  This does not say God formed an 
amoeba in the warm ocean slime, and 
gave it life, and it grew, by progressive 
change, INTO a man. What  God formed 
was not formed in the warm ocean 
slime, but OF THE DUST OF THE 
GROUND. W h a t  He formed was not a 
single-celled amoeba, but a MAN. And 
the Bible distinctly says it was the MAN 
-not the amoeba ancestor of a man- 
that God pu t  the breath of LIFE into. 

So, to sum up, evolution teaches first, 
that the amoeba is the common ancestor 
of all living plants and animals, while 
the Bible teaches Adam, created PER- 
FECT, was the first ancestor of all men. 
Second, evolution teaches one species, 

or kind, changes into and becomes an 
entirely DIFFERENT species, or kind, 
but the Bible teaches that all change 
is confined WITHIS each species o r  
kind. Third, evolution teaches that lift 
originated by natural laws OUT OF DEAD 
hfATTER, while the Bible teaches all life 
has come from GOD, and by His  super- 
naturnl power. These are the three out- 
standing differences between the two 
teachings. One  or the other is FALSE. 
Both cannot be TRUE. 

Evolution originated in pagan, infidel 
minds. Darwin, H~ixley. Lyell, Spencer, 
Haeckel-the f;ithers of evolution- 
arheists, every one. CREATION is the very 
PROOF of GOD. The  atheist must ex- 
plain creation WITHOUT God, or he 
must believe in God and give up his 
infidelity! So these infidels INVENTED 
the theory of evolution in their irnagina- 
tion.

be given him. But let him ask in faich, 
nothing doubting” (James 1 : 5-6). Paul 
asked God for wisdom: “ W e  speak wis- 
dom . yet  a wisdom not o f  this age 
. . . but we speak God’s wisdom . . . 
which none of the rulers of this age 
hath known” ( I  Cor. 2 :  6 ) .  

Make  Friends Out of Mammon 
W i t h  t i m e  Scriptures in mind, the 

parable of the unjust steward ought to 
become plainer. Jesus has already ex- 
plained that not all are called-that 
those who are called usually have less 
wisdom than the unconverted. N o w  
let’s notice Jesus’ comment: “And I say 
unto you”-that is to  you and me today 
because we are his disciples-“Make for 
yourselves friends out of the mammon 
of unrighteousness . . .” Here Jesus 
Himself interprets the parable for us. 
W e  ought to use spiritual wisdom as the 
steward used natural wisduin-we need 
to be “wise as serpents, and harmless 
as doves” (Mat. 10: 16) .  

But what did Jesus mean by “mani- 
mon of unrighteousness”? “Mammon” 
signifies riches. Mammon of unrighteous- 
ness signify riches or money which is 
so often gained by unrighteoiisness- 
money which becomes a power for evil 
in the hands of evil men. The phrase 
was a common expression of the time 
because riches were so often gained as 
a result of evil deeds. Jesus’ admonition, 
then, is that we rrzuke frierads oat of- 
by means of-money which the uncon- 
verted covet. The Kiug James transla- 
tion that we make “friends of mammon” 
is not a correct translation. W e  are n x  

to make friends of chose who are carnal 
and unconverted. Christians are to dis- 
fellowship those who do evil. “Whoso 
thercfore inttnds 10 be rhe world’s 
friend makes liiniself God‘s enemy” 
(James 4 : 4 ) .  

W e  are to use the money which we 
could so easily covet-we are to use it 
to create friends. How? 

“Lay up  for yourselves treasures in 
heaven . . . for where thy treasure is, 
there will thy heart be also . . . No one 
can serve two lords . . . Ye cannot 
serve God and mammon,” said Jesus in 
Matthpw 6: 19-24. 

There is the answer! 
Christians should put their money :o 

use. W e  should give our  treasure toward 
the kingdom of God-“seek ye first the 
kingdom of God”-toward the work of 
the gospel in order that others might 
bc converted. It is those who are con- 
verted who are our friends. Abraham 
was a converted man. He is called a 
“friend of God” (James 2 : 2 3 ) .  Those 
who are converted by our prayers, tithes 
and offerings become our true friends 
for all eternity if they remain faithful. 
This is the WISE thing to do. The  stew- 
ard made carnal friends. W e  make spirit- 
ual friends. 

Let us continue reading what Jesus 
said: “Make for yourselves friends out 
of the mammon ol uririghreousness: 
that, WHES IT SHOULD FAIL, they may 
receive you into the eternal tabernacles.” 

This is what Jesus actually said! The 
common rendering of the King James 
Version is not correct. Jesus did uot say, 
”Tbcj’ ( the  disciples ) should fail.” He 
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snid, ” Z t  (.the iiiaiiiiii0ii-iiioney ) sIio111d 
f t i i l . ”  This is made plain in  Ivan Panin’s 
trnnsl;ition of the original, inspired 
Greek. 

W h e n  Money Fails 

When money has lost its value- 
when we no longer hnve any use f o r  i t  
in this life--when this civilization is 
crashing to  its doom, then “a man shdl  
bt. more prcciotis thnn gold” (Isaiah 13: 
12 ) . Pvloney--m:lmmon o f  unrightcotls- 
ness-will finnlly f;iil at the return of 
Jesus Christ-it will cease to be of any 
value. But in this life we are to put i t  
[ t i  use for tlie kingdom of God. The  
world covets money. Therefore we need 
to  pay the world money to use its facili- 
ties in order to reach the people through 
radio and the printing press. 

Jesus called this practice of giving 
our treasure for the kingdom of God 3 

WISE act. I t  is the nnly  sound way to 
deal with money. T h e  wise of this world 
gather money in their human craft, 
cleverness and wisdom. Perhaps they are 
able to amass morc wcalth than you who 
are in the faith. But they d o  not have 
the wisdom to know what life is all 
about. They are cut off from the wis- 
dom of God. They are not putting 
their treasure to a good purpose. They 
nre actually wasting it. We are to be 
wise-like the steward-to put om mon- 
ey to use so that it will yield eterntrl 
i/;z,ir(rizd.r-eternal friendships. 

Eternal Friendship Pays Off 
In  the resurrection, when money will 

no longer be of value to us, those whom 
we have helped to bring into the king- 
doin o f  Gnd will iereive LIS iiitu their 
abodes or tabernacles. Many who have 
been converted by means of the tithes 
and offerings which you send in to this 
work-many whom you have never seen 
-will greet yoii with joy and thmks-  
giving when they see you in the king- 
iiom of God. Ench of 11s will then be 
dwelling in our tabernacles (abodes !ir 
office rooiiis) as we minister to and 
govern the world. 

In order thnt none o f  LIS would niis 
understand this pa‘”ble, Jesus conclud- 
ed: “ W h o  is faithful in very little is 
faithful also in much: and who is un- 
righteous in very little is unrighteous 
also in miich. If therefore ye have not 
been f;iithful in the unrighteous m a n -  
nion. who will commit to your trust the 
true riches? And i f  ye have not been 
faithful in another’s, who will give you 
ours?” 

Sometimes Jesus’ parables are tnis- 
understood bec;iuse we draw the wrong 
conclusion. For instance, when God the 
Father is compared t o  a n  unjust judge, 
that  did n o t  iiie;m t l i a t  God is unjusr. 
See I.Like l 8 : 6  So in this parable. Jesus 
te!ls LIS to L-cj ri’ire i i i  .rpirit//‘rI r i f q r  as 

the steward was wise in  carnal ways. 
But we are NOT to be unrighteous like 
the steward. W e  are to be scrupulously 
honest. If we have not been faithful in 
handling the illaterial blessings of this 
life-if we have wasted them-then 
God will not commit to us the eternal 
treasures which He has promised. If we 
have not been faithful with another’s in 
this life, if we have not dealt justly and 
fairly with others, then, as Jesus said, 
“ W h o  will give to yoii ours?”-who 
will give to you what belongs to the 
Father and Jesus? 

Notice that in this verse Jesus is 
pointing out that we are to become heirs 
of God. W e  are to inherit what belongs 
to the Father and the Son. W e  will share 

it with them and with the millions o f  
others who will be born into the king- 
dom of God. 

This is certainly a remarkable para- 
ble. It explains so much about the pur- 
pose being worked out on earth. Let’s 
remember, then, that though the few 
who are cdled now may not have natu- 
ral wisdom, we can ask of God and He 
will give it to us. W e  are to use wisdom 
in handling our finances in order that 
we might further the work nf convert- 
ing people to God. We cannot serve 
God by setting our affections on ma- 
terial objects. We can serve H i m  only 
by letting H i m  show us how we ought 
to direct our material possessions. Let’s 
become j u s t  and wise stewards.
